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Ground Transportation 

The Seattle Central Link Light Rail provides access to downtown Seattle from SEA airport. Trains leave SEA every 15 minutes, 
and the ride is approximately 38 minutes each way. Fares are $3.50 one-way. Exit at Westlake Station, which is within walking 
distance of the W Seattle Hotel. Additional information is available at https://www.soundtransit.org/  

Taxi: Taxi fare between SEA and the hotel is approximately $45 each way, not including gratuity.
