Sleeping Room Reservations 
A block of rooms is being held at the Westin Dallas Downtown in Dallas, Texas. The lodging rate at the hotel is the prevailing 
government rate of $182 per night plus sales tax. Reservations need to be made before Monday, January 29, 2024, to receive 
the government rate.

Travel Information 
The Dallas area is served by the Dallas/Fort Worth International Airport (DFW) and Dallas Love Field (DAL). DFW is located 
approximately 20 miles from the hotel.

Ground Transportation  
Public Transportation: The public transportation system in Dallas and the region is known as DART. The DART offers local rail, bus, 
paratransit, and ride share services and services the local airports. There are numerous types of passes you can purchase and a 
variety of fares. For information about DART, visit https://www.dart.org. 
 
To take the DART to the hotel from DFW, board the orange line towards LBJ/Central. Take the train to the West End station. The hotel 
is approximately 0.2 miles from the West End Station. Exit the West End Station onto North Lamar. Head south on North Lamar toward 
Pacific Avenue. Turn left on Elm Street. There is an entrance to the hotel from Elm Street. The fare ranges from $2 to $3 one-way 
depending on the time of day.  
 
To take DART to the hotel from DAL, take the Love Field Shuttle bus from the baggage claim area to the Inwood Love Field Station. At 
the Inwood Love Field Station, board the orange line train towards LBJ/Central or the green line train towards Buckner. Take either 
train to the West End Station. The hotel is approximately 0.2 miles from the West End Station. Exit the West End Station onto North 
Lamar. Head south on North Lamar toward Pacific Avenue. Turn left on Elm Street. There is an entrance to the hotel from Elm Street. 
The fare ranges from $2 to $3 one-way depending on the time of day. 
 
Rideshare: Rideshare services through Uber and Lyft are offered at both airports. The cost of a rideshare between DFW and the hotel 
is approximately $30 to $45 depending on time of day, plus gratuity. Shared Ride providers are located at the lower-level curbside of 
each terminal. The cost of a rideshare between DAL and the hotel is approximately $20 to $30 depending on time of day, plus gratuity. 
For Uber, passengers must search “Accessible Ride App Pickup” in the zone and set their pickup location to use the lower-level 
secondary curb. For Lyft, passengers must physically be located at the secondary curb to see the zone pop up in their app (it is not 
visible from baggage claim or in the terminal).  
 
Taxis: Taxi service is available at both airports. From DFW, a taxi from the airport to the hotel is approximately $70 plus gratuity 
depending on time of day. Taxi service is available on the lower level of Terminals A, B, C, D, and E. From DAL, a taxi from the airport 
to the hotel is approximately $40 plus gratuity depending on the time of day. Pick up the taxi at the Parking Garage B, Level 1. 

 

Parking: Overnight on-site parking is available at the hotel. Self-parking is $30 daily. Valet parking is $45 daily. Oversized valet 
parking is $50 daily.
